However, increasingly there have been issues
regardi ng m staken identification. For security purposes as well as
ease of identification, this RFC will serve to clarify these issues
and hopefully provide a solution for them

me that he is mstakenly hailed as, '--jon.”’. Oten the mstake is
nmade sol ely on the appearance of our facial hair."

Anot her story --jon. told ne is that once a wonman cal |l ed | ooki ng for
a conputer researcher but only having a first name and physica
description. The receiptionist asked for the description and the
worman sai d she was | ooking for an ol der Caucasian nman with a beard.
The receptionist reportedly blurted out, "they all have beards!!!!"

On a nore personal note, two researchers who were both enpl oyed at
USC/ I SI shaved their very fanous facial hair and were both
unrecogni zable to friends and co-workers alike. If it weren't for
B.M’'s Gateful Dead T-shirts and | ack of shoes, or RV.M’'s voice
woul d have never recogni zed t hem

5. Security Considerations

It is obvious to this researcher that facial hair of any variety is a
very recogni zabl e characteristic. Indeed, when giving a description
of a male who has facial hair, it is always one of the first
characteristics given.

-G ve proper signals when being sought.

I f sonmeone nistakenly calls you the wong nanme, do not | ose
heart. Count to 10 and conmonly reply, "You must have n st aken
me for so-and-so, | amnot that person.", and wal k away. Al so,
if soneone calls you fromacross a room raise your your arm
smle and wave vigorously in affirmation or raise your arm
shake your head and give thema sign that you are not who they
are looking for. As an FHE it is part of your responsibility
to understand that facial hair is an extrenely identifiable
physi cal characteristic. Understand that non-FHE people do not
nmean any harm
