From Novenber 1977 through Cctober 1994, the Internet Assigned
Nunbers Authority (1ANA) periodically published tables of the
Internet protocol parameter assignnents in RFCs entitled, "Assigned
Nunbers". The nost current of these Assigned Nunmbers RFCs had
Standard status and carried the designation: STD 2. At this tine,
the latest STD 2 is RFC 1700.

Since 1994, this sequence of RFCs have been replaced by an online

dat abase accessi bl e through a web page (currently, ww.iana.org).

The purpose of the present RFCis to note this fact and to officially
obsol ete RFC 1700, whose status changes to Historic. RFC 1700 is
obsolete, and its values are inconplete and in sone cases may be

wWr ong.

We expect this series to be revived in the future by the new | ANA
or gani zati on.
