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Speci ficati on Changes for
OLS, RIE/RIOR, and SMFS

The foll owi ng docunents are hereby revised:

(1) ' Specifications for Network Use of the UCSB
On-Line System [16 Cctober 70, RFC 74, N C 5417],

(2) 'Network Specifications for Renote Job Entry and
Renote Job Qutput Retrieval at UCSB [22 March 71,
RFC 105, NIC 5775], and

(3) ’'Network Specifications for UCSB s Sinple-
M nded File System [26 April 71, RFC 122,
NI C 5834].

Revi sions are as fol |l ows:

(1) As far as can be determ ned, no Network site has
witten code to interface to the UCSB software
docunented in RFC 74 | ast COctober. Accordingly,
UCSB has term nated support for that software,
and hence RFC 74 is obsolete.

(2) In accordance with subsequent Host-Host protocol
changes, the notion of ’'nmessage type’ has been
dropped fromthe specifications for RIE and RIOR,
RFC 105. RIE/RJOR no | onger send, nor expect to
receive 8 hits of zeros as the first byte trans-
mtted over a connection.

(3) In accordance with Docunent 2, RJE and RIOR now
enpl oy a standard ICP to create a full duplex
connection to the user. Accordingly, RIJE and
RIOR listen on sockets x’201' and x’ 301",
respectively (rather than on x’ 200" and x’ 300’
as before). As docunented in RFC 105, RIJE
required only a sinplex connection to the user.
A full duplex connection is now supported, but
no data is transmtted to the user over the
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added si npl ex connection. RJOR now al so supports
a full duplex connection. However, if RIORIis
required to call the user back when a requested
job’s output is ready, it still does so enploying

a sinplex connection to the user’s receive socket.

RIJIE/ RIOR and SMFS specify a byte size of
eight for their connection to the user’s
recei ve socket. The user nmay choose the
byte size for the other sinplex connection
to suit hinmself; any valid byte size is
acceptabl e to UCSB
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
