The
assenmbler is witten in SNOBOL4 and, unfortunately, is fairly expensive
to run. The assenbler has been fairly well debugged and is docunented.
However, although the MX sinmulator is witten (in 360 Assenbler), it
has only been partially debugged. Due to the resunption of school and

other commtnents, | was unable to give the sinmulator a thorough
debugging. Al the sinulated instructions except |I/O instructions have
been tested sonmewhat and appear to be operating well. Also, card reader

i nput and printer output are operational, but ny simulation of disk
files and magnetic tape has not been conpleted. There is presently no
docunentation for the sinmulator. Very little docunentation is needed,
however, since the simulator follows alnpst to the letter the
specifications detailed in _Fundamental Al gorithns_.

If anyone is interested in using the assenbler and/or the simulator,

I will be happy to supply what docunmentation exists plus some

i nformati on on how the prograns can be accessed. Also, if anyone is
interested in the source code for the prograns, | will be happy to send
