3) The bulk of the two full days is to be used for the prepared ora
presentation with di scussion after each presentation. About three
hours at the end of the second day are reserved for open di scussion
This three hour period is to be used for critiquing this neeting,

pl anni ng the next one, and bidding for special assignnments that
partici pating organi zations mght wish to undertake as a contribution

to the network graphics effort.
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CQur ideas about content are:

1) A description of present or future graphical facilities that are or

will be connected to the network, with a functional description of how

they work or look (or mght look) to a user (network user).
2) A functional description of a graphical facility one can envision

or would like to see the network support.

3) Proposal s on network graphic protocol, even proposal which are only

i ntended to snpke out issues are acceptable.

4) A sharing of network graphic "Historic Mnents." Description of
your experiences in network graphics, what problens were encountered,
how you solved or lived with them Wat insight and understandi ng
have you gai ned, what questions have been |l eft unanswered by these

experiences?
