Therefore, the neeting is scheduled to conmence on
Sunday, Cctober 10 at 12 noon and is schedul ed to adjourn on Thursday,
Cct ober 14.

Prior to the tine, the NWG has been al nost entirely concerned
with issues of communications and protocol inplenentation. However,
we are now in a transitional phase; inplenmentation efforts have been
substantially conpleted and usage of the Network has emerged as a
primary concern. Consequently, the thenme of this Network Wrking
Group Meeting is Network usage

The neeting will provide an opportunity to 1) denobnstrate current
capabilities of host systems, 2) identify areas of application, 3)
address issues concerning users and service centers, 4) provide
updated i nformati on on status and recent devel opnents.

There will be three sequential phases to the neeting as indicated
in RFC #207. The first phase, the system progranmmers workshop, wll
conmence on Sunday, Cctober 10 at 12 noon and continue through Monday,
Cct ober 11.

The second phase will begin on Tuesday, Cctober 12 at 9:30 a.m
In addition to any workshops that nay be organi zed the follow ng
activities are schedul ed:

a) A Protocol review - this session will be jointly
chaired by John Postel (UCLA) and Al ex McKenzi e (BBN)
and is open to concerned and know edgeabl e persons.
The session is intended to review current standard
pr ot ocol s.

b) A course in NIC usage - this session will be a tutoria
in the use of the NIC. The size of the group is
limted by the number of avail able consoles. To
regi ster, contact Dick Watson at SRI, (415) 326-6200.
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c) TIP Users - this session will be devoted to a
presentation of the characteristics of a Term na
Interface MessAge Processor (TIP) and the use of a
TIP for accessing renpote services. There will also
be a di scussion period. The session will be conducted
by BBN and is open to interested participants.

The third phase will begin on Wdnesday, October 14. Wednesday’s
session will consist of reports on status and recent devel oprments. In
the norning the followi ng devel opnents will be reported -- the outcone
of the system progranmers wor kshop, results of the Protocol review,
specifications for Network on-line co-operative interaction, NC
phi | osophy, status report on user |evel Protocol devel opment. The
afternoon will highlight the status of the ILLIAC IV devel opnment,
TENEX devel oprent, Data Computer devel opnent and current activities in
Network Climate Dynamics. The session will conclude with a di scussion
of Network Managenent.

On Thursday norning representatives of Network service centers

and user groups will hold a round table discussion on access to
service centers via the Network. This discussion will be open to the
public and audi ence participation will be invited.
