This Agreenent is made this 3rd day of March, 1998 by and between Sun

1. License Grant. For good and val uabl e consi deration, receipt and
sufficiency of which is hereby acknow edged, and solely for the

pur pose specified in Paragraph 2 bel ow, Donor hereby grants to the

I nternet Society ("Licensees" which, for the purposes of this
Agreenent, shall include the Internet Engineering Task Force
("IETF"), the IETF Secretariat, and their respective nenbers,

of ficers, enployees, contractors and participating individuals) a
cost-free, perpetual, non-exclusive, worldw de right and |icense
under any copyrights owned or otherw se |icensabl e by Donor, under
any Sun patent rights that are essential to practice the

Speci fication, and any other Sun intellectual property rights to use,
reproduce, distribute, perform display and prepare derivative works
of the Specification, and to authorize others to do so. For the
purposes of this Agreement, "Specification" neans the technica
specification described nore fully in Exhibit A, which Donor will
nake available as the initial point for devel opnent of the
specification for NFS Version 4 as described hereunder, together with
any technical specifications based thereon devel oped by Licensees.

2. Statenent of Purpose. The licenses granted in Section 1 are
granted for the sole purpose of seeking to nake the Specification an
I nt ernet standard.

3. Evolution of the Specification. Donor further grants to Licensees
a worldwide right and license to further evolve, devel op and nodify
the Specification for the purpose of naking the Specification an
Internet Standard through the Internet Standardi zati on Process (as
specified in RFC 2026); Donor nay not grant a license involving the
Specification to any other party, including any standards group, that
woul d aut hori ze such party to evolve, develop, nodify or pronote the
Specification as a standard. In particular, Donor acknow edges that
if it performs any evol ution, devel opment or nodification of the
Specification outside of the Internet Standardization Process, that
this should be clearly indicated as being a non-standard devel opnent,
and that no reference to the Internet Standards Process is allowed
for any such Specification devel oped outside of the Internet

St andards Process.
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4. Non-Confidentiality. Donor hereby acknow edges that Licensees
assune no obligation to maintain any confidentiality with respect to
the Specification licensed hereunder. Licensees acknow edge that any
rights not expressly granted herein are reserved by Donor. Donor
represents that, to the best of its know edge, there are no

i nfringement clainms against the Specification

5. Future License. Donor hereby acknow edges that Licensees have no
duty to publish or otherw se use or dissem nate the Specification
including, in particular, an obligation to raise the Specification to
the Internet standards-track. Provided that the Specification is

el evated to "Proposed Standard" level within 24 nonths of the
execution of this Agreenent, Donor hereby agrees to |license the
Specification to others at no charge and ot herw se under
substantially simlar terns as those granted to Licensee herein (with
the exception that such use of the Specification by such Licensees
shal | be for purposes of inplenenting and conplying with the Standard
rather than for making the Specification an Internet Standard), so

I ong as such |icensees of the Specification inplenent and conply with
the Internet standard. In the event the Specification is not

el evated to "Proposed Standard" level within 24 nonths of the
execution of this Agreenent, then the |license granted in Section 3 of
this agreenment shall term nate.

Al additions or
nodi fications to this agreenment nust be nmade in witing and nust be
signed by an authorized representative of each party. |f any term or
condition of this Agreenment is declared void or unenforceable as
provided herein or by a court of conpetent jurisdiction, the
remai ni ng provisions shall remain in full force and effect. The
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parties agree to conply strictly with all applicable export control
| aws and regul ations. Were no U S. Federal |aw governs, this
agreement will be governed by the law of the State of California
wi thout reference to its conflict of |aws provision.
