Nanespace Consi derations

| SAN i s an external nunbering system nanaged by an external agency
established by 1SO.  Wile URN nanespaces may exist for which any
generi c nunbering system can be encoded, there is currently no direct
encodi ng for I SAN. An exanple of such a nanespace is the MPEG 21
system

| SAN nunbers are reserved for use in identifying audi ovi sual works
for which there is a noving visual conponent, or components related
to such a work (e.g. subtitling track).

Conmuni ty Consi derati ons

The primary registrants for | SAN nunbers are the producers and
studi os of audiovisual works (novies and tel evision shows). Wile
the systemis not constrained to "major” works (any bona fide entity
can register any work), the primary benefits of its use cone from
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works that are widely distributed. The users of the | SAN system
range fromthe studios thenselves to filmand video archives and
libraries, rights adm nistrators, program guide services, and
audi ence neasurenment services. |Its potential for use in the Internet
conmunity is as an identifier for stream ng nedia.
