(1) Individual sites, used to physical linmitations on nachine access, have
not yet taken sufficient precautions toward securing their systens
agai nst unaut horized renpte use.

passwords which are easy to guess: their fist nanes, their initials,
their host nane spelled backwards, a string of characters which are
easy to type in sequence (e.g. ZXCVBNM) .

(2) The TIP allows access to the ARPANET to a much wi der audi ence than
is thought or intended. TIP phone nunbers are posted, |ike those
scri bbled hastily on the walls of phone booths and nen’s roons. The
TIP required no user identification before giving service. Thus,
many people, including those who used to spend their tine ripping off
Ma Bell, get access to our stockings in a npbst anonynous way.

(3) There is lingering affection for the chall enge of breaking
soneone’s system This affection lingers despite the fact that
everyone knows that it’'s easy to break systens, even easier to
crash them
