2. Command Meani ngs
| AC DO EXOPL
The sender of this comand REQUESTS that the receiver of this
conmand begin negotiating, or confirnms that the receiver of this
conmand i s expected to begin negotiating, TELNET options which are
on the "Extended Options List".
| AC WLL EXOPL
The sender of this comand requests perm ssion to begin
negotiating, or confirnms that it will begin negotiating, TELNET
options which are on the "Extended Options List".
| AC WON' T EXOPL

The sender of this comand REFUSES to negotiate, or to continue
negoti ati ng, options on the "Extended Options List".

| AC DON T EXCPL

The sender of this command DEMANDS t hat the recei ver conduct no
further negotiation of options on the "Extended Options List".

| AC SB EXOPL <subconmand>
The subconmand contains information required for the negotiation
of an option of the "Extended Options List". The format of the
subcomand i s di scussed in section 5 bel ow

3. Default

WON' T EXOPL, DON T EXOPL
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Negoti ati on of options on the "Extended Options List" is not
permtted.

4. Modtivation for the Option

Eventual Iy, a 257th TELNET option will be needed. This option wll
extend the option list for another 256 options in a manner which is
easy to inplement. The option is proposed now, rather than |ater

(probably much later), in order to reserve the option nunber (255).

5. An Abstract Description of the Option

The EXOPL option has five subcommand codes: WLL, WON' T, DO DON T,
and SB. They have exactly the sane neani ngs as the TELNET commands
with the sane nanes, and are used in exactly the same way. For

consi stency, these subcomand codes will have the sanme val ues as the
TELNET conmand codes (250-254). Thus, the format for negotiating a
specific option on the "Extended Options List" (once both parties
have agreed to use it) is:

| AC SB EXOPL DO DON T/ W LL/ WON' T/ <opti on code> | AC SE
Once both sides have agreed to use the specific option specified by
<option code> subnegotiation may be required. In this case the

format to be used is:

| AC SB EXOPL SB <option code> <paraneters> SE | AC SE
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
