St andardi zation (1 SO and International Engineering Consortium (I EC)
in charge of the devel opment of standards for coded representation of
digital audio and video. MPEG has produced MPEG 1, the standard on
whi ch such products as Video CD and MP3 are based, MPEG 2, the
standard on which such products as Digital Television set top boxes
and DVD are based, MPEG 4, the standard for multinmedia for the fixed
and nobile web, and MPEG 7, "Miltinmedi a Content Description
Interface", the standard for description and search of audio and

vi sual content. Wrk on MPEG 21, "Miultinedia Framework"” is currently
under way.

MPEG woul d i ke to assign unique, permanent, |ocation-independent
nanes based on URNs for sone resources it produces or manages.

Assignnment is limted to the ower and those authorities that are
specifically designated by the ower. MPEG may desi gnate portions
of its nanespace for assignment by other parties.

Process of identifier resolution:

The owner will devel op and maintain "URN catal ogs" that nmap al
assigned URNs to Uni form Resource Locators (URLs) specifically to
enabl e Web- based resol uti on of named resources. |In the future an
interactive online resolution system may be devel oped to automate
this process.

MPEG has al ready established requirenents for
assi gnment and use of MPEG 7 cl assification schenmes under MPEG
nanespace. A registration authority shall have the responsibility

for processing third party requests for registering classification
schenes.

Open operation of resolution servers for the nanmespace (server):
Wth on-goi ng devel opnent of MPEG standards, MPEG shall establish
requi rements and seek candi dates for operating resolution servers

as appropriate.

Creation of software that can neaningfully resolve and access
services for the namespace (client):

Wth on-goi ng devel opnent of MPEG standards, MPEG shall devel op
reference software inplementations of its standards.
