The |1 Pv6 address space will be nmanaged by the I ANA for the good of
the Internet comunity, with advice fromthe I AB and the | ESG by
del egation to the regional registries.

St at enent

The |1 Pv6 address space nust be managed for the good of the Internet
conmunity. Good nanagenent requires at least a snall el enent of
central authority over the delegation and allocation of the address
space.

The Internet community recogni zes the Internet Assigned Nunbers
Authority (1 ANA) as the appropriate entity to have the responsibility
for the nanagenent of the | Pv6 address space.

The TANA will rely on the advice of the Internet Architecture Board
(I'AB) and the Internet Engineering Steering Goup (IESG in the
managenment of the | Pv6 address space.

The 1ANA will delegate to regional (and other) registries the task of
maki ng specific address allocations to network service providers and
ot her subregional registries. Individuals and organi zati ons may
obtain address allocations directly fromthe appropriate regional (or
other) registry, or fromtheir service provider

Del egati on of address space by the IANA is not irrevocable. If, in
the judgenent of the I ANA, a registry has seriously m shandled the
address space delegated to it, the | ANA may revoke the del egation
with due notice and with due consideration of the operationa
inmplications. [|ANA will make every effort in such a case not to
revoke addresses that are in active use, unless there are
overwhel mi ng techni cal reasons for doing so.
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Any revenues (such as transaction fees) received with respect to the
| Pv6 address space should be used only for expenses related to
registry activities, and not to subsidize any other activities.
There will be no charges for the address space itself, only fees to
recover the registry costs.

Any situation in the nanagenent of the | Pv6 address space that |eads
to nonopoly control or predatory practices nust be avoi ded.

The 1ANA will develop a plan for the initial |Pv6 address allocation,
including a provision for the automatic allocation of |Pv6 addresses
to hol ders of IPv4 addresses. IANA will al so devel op nedi ati on and
appeal s procedures concerni ng del egati on and revocation
