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Announcenent of RIS at UCSB

There now i s resident under socket 5 at UCSB a server program which
supports a subset of the Renote Job Entry Protocol of RFC #407. This
docunent includes enough information to allow the user to gain access
to, and use the nore basic function of UCSB's RJS. An RFC containing
nore detail ed docunentation will be forthcom ng shortly.

The accounting paraneters needed to login to RIS are a userid and a
password, each consisting of one to eight al phaneric characters, the
first of which nmust be al phabetic. The userid is, at present,
conpletely arbitrary. The password is arbitrary the first time it is
used with a particular userid; in subsequent |ogins with that userid,
the sane password nust appear. Eventually, users will be assigned
userid- password pairs by UCSB Computer Center.

The only transm ssion node supported currently is T (TELNET-1i ke
carriage control); any other is treated as T. The other nbdes will soon
be added. The only disposition supported is the default transmt-and-

di scard; any other is treated as transmt-and di scard. The ot her
di spositions may or nmay not be added |ater.

For consi stency and user conveni ence, the conmmand ’'| NUSER rmay be
substituted for "IND and ' QUTPATH for 'QUT'. The follow ng conmands
are not as yet inplenented: ABORT, ALTER, BACK, HOLD, OP RECOVER
RESTART, AND SKIP. At |east sone of these will be inplenented
relatively soon.

In order to acconmpdate users of TENEX FTP servers, the conmands
"I NACCT' and ' QUTACCT' have been added. These are used to set the
account nunber used in the file retrieval and storage operations,
respectively. The conmmand ' ACCT' nmay be used to get both account
nunbers. |If one of these account nunbers has not been specified, the
FTP * ACCT" conmand will be omitted fromthe appropriate file operation.
These commands have the fam liar syntax of <command verb> fol |l owed by
<space> or optionally '-', followed by <parameter> and <CR> <LF>. The
<operand> is an account nunber consisting of one to six al phaneric
characters.
