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Request for Network Mail box Addresses

To Li ai sons:

Wthin the next few weeks, the NIC will begin providi ng Network
Journal delivery to those users in the Net who desire it.

Subm ssion of Journal articles will also be possible through FTP.

Each user will then have his choice of three Journal delivery nodes:
ONLI NE delivery to the AUTHOR branch of his initial file at the NIC,
HARDCOPY delivery to his place of business via the Postal Service,
and NETWORK delivery to his on-line mailbox at his honme host. Each
user may select any or all forms of delivery.

Initially, Network Journal delivery will consist of the follow ng:

Each piece of nmail addressed to the user will be delivered to a
host and mai |l box of his choosing, using the mail comand(s)
defined by the File Transfer Protocol. The mail will contain in

its text, a header containing the author’s NIC lIdent, the date of
submi ssion, atitle, etc., and either the text of the message or
if it’s long, a pointer to it (according to the 'Submt Message
and 'Submit File distinction in NLS Journal submission). Mre
than one piece of Journal mail may, in general, be delivered as a
singl e piece of FTP mmil

The user’s delivery host and mailbox will be stored in the NNIC s
Ident file, and the user can change or view them (along with his
delivery node(s)) fromthe Identification Systemin NLS.

The pointer sent to the user for bulk mail will be a pathnanme by
whi ch an FTP user process, acting on the user’s behal f, can
retrieve the text of the mail from SR -ARC. The pathname wll
contain the necessary paraneters to cause SRI-ARC s FTP server
process to convert the file fromNLS (tree-structured) to
sequential form before transm ssion

The purpose of this menp is not to docunment the service (we’'ll do
that as soon as it’s available), but to solicit help fromLiaisons,
each of whomis asked to provide the NIC with the foll ow ng

i nformati on for EACH user affiliated with his host organizati on who
desires Network Journal delivery:
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(1) Hs NC Ident.

(2) The type(s) of delivery he desires, if any, IN ADDI TION TO
Net wor k del i very.

It’s fair, for exanple, to retain one’'s current delivery node
initially until convinced that Network delivery really works.

(3) The standard host name or deci mal host address of the host at
whi ch he desires delivery.

TI P users, for exanple, may choose to receive delivery at
their favorite TENEX host.

(4) The 'user name’ his host’'s FTP server process requires to
identify himin the context of an FTP mail command.

For a TENEX user, for exanple, that’s his directory.

Pl ease comuni cate answers to these questions in witing to JimWite
-- to JEWthrough the Journal, to WH TE@RI - ARC via FTP nail, or to
JimWite at the NIC via the Postal Service. Al informtion
obtained in response to this meno will be made accessible form NLS
(as already nentioned) and froma yet-to-be-witten Ident server
process, and will be nmaintained by the NIC as a functional docunent
in on-line and hardcopy forns.

We ask Liaisons to assume responsibility for providing delivery

paranmeters for all interested users at their host, although
information will be gladly accepted from anyone who chooses to
provide it.
